Ideas
Engaging Volunteers:
• Offer a calendar of volunteer projects throughout 

April that people can participate in – partner with 
local organizations to host/co-host

• Create a larger volunteer project event for the whole 
community to join: beach/park cleaning, food 
assembly line, packaging toiletry bags –team up 
with a company to volunteer + donate or sponsor 
the items!

• Invite your corporate partners to involve their other 
branches in doing good in April

• Partner with your city to host multiple volunteering 
projects on site: assembling kits, no-sew blankets, 
bagged meals, etc. Create an atmosphere of doing 
good!

Tying these existing partnerships and programs 
allowed for an increase in awareness, 
amplification, efficiency, and attendance

In 2023, Volunteer New York! held:
• Parks clean-up for Earth Day with City of NR
• RISE recognition event (Everyone can serve)
• County press conference kicking off GVM
• Yonkers recognition event honoring senior vols
• Senior recognition event with NR Mayor
• Leadership panel discussion



Baltimore Volunteer Center (JVC)

- Offered 11 service project placements through nonprofit 
partners. 
ex: dog kennel cleanup and grounds upkeep at Baltimore 
Humane Society; sorting donations for Second Chance, 
Inc.

- Hosted its own service project to celebrate the 3rd 
birthday of its Bunches of Lunches program: packed 400 
lunches. $5 volunteer registration fee covers supplies for 
making bagged lunches.

- Love the global aspect

“We believe that volunteerism is a great engagement tool. It’s something that a lot of people in our community are passionate about so we’re 
excited to use volunteerism and create volunteer opportunities to engage people from all across our community,” Alli Berger said. “...
